Albury Wodonga Carer Accommodation Centre
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A $5,000,000 project to benefit our region
A $2,500,000 regional fundraising program

There has been a growing awareness of the need for carer accommodation in Albury Wodonga for more than a decade. Both local Rotary and Lions clubs independently looked at the problems facing patients, families and carers from outside areas attending the Albury and Wodonga Hospitals – sometimes for days and weeks at a time. Motel accommodation is expensive and not always ideal at a worrying time. To drive in daily is tiring and restrictive on ‘being there’.

When some Zonta and Lions members had personal experience of husbands needing treatment in Melbourne and fortuitously finding the BMDI Rotary House in North Melbourne that interest was heightened. There was a meeting with the Fight Cancer Foundation (renamed Bone Marrow Donor Institute) who were supportive of establishing accommodation in a regional area, and then with Rotary and Lions.

Local research established the need beyond doubt. There were harrowing stories from social workers of people sleeping in their cars because they could not afford to pay for accommodation while treatment continued or of driving long distances from and to home daily.

Now the growth of the Albury Wodonga Health Service, and the just announced Cancer Centre to be built on the Albury campus, has lent urgency to the need and the Zonta Club of Albury-Wodonga, the Rotary Club of Albury North and the Lions District 201V6 have come together in common cause with the Fight Cancer Foundation to make the dream a reality.

We need your help and support.
The Accommodation Centre will comprise architect designed motel style units which will provide low cost comfortable and safe accommodation for patients and their carers when they are in need and at their most vulnerable.
The Centre will provide:
30 motel style units with ensuite bathrooms, cooking facilities, lounge, dining and sleeping areas (Stage 1, 20 units, Stage 2, 10 units);


Some units will be equipped with wheelchair friendly bathrooms and access;


Some will be inter-connected to accommodate families;


Administrative office;


Communal meeting rooms and lounges with kitchen and dining facilities;


Wheelchair access to Albury Base Hospital; 
Car parking on site

Units will be fully furnished and equipped with a range of domestic items and electrical appliances.

A Centre Manager will be appointed and an auxiliary group of volunteers will be formed to ensure that someone is on hand to assist with shopping and other essential tasks as required.

We need your help.
The Albury Wodonga Carer Accommodation Centre is a regional project to benefit regional communities. The accommodation is not restricted to cancer patients but will welcome any patients and their carers in need of emergency accommodation and support. 
Albury Wodonga has taken the initiative and set the ball rolling raising over $700,000 so far in an ongoing fundraising appeal that has already brought in gifts from $100 to $100,000 including several personal gifts of $5000, $10,000, $ 25,000 and $50,000.
